(Phase 1, Phase 2 and Final Phase) 

• 15 years will be observed by the Selection Committee at two trial sessions (Phase 1 and Final 
Phase) 
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• Where possible, players will be observed by the Selection Committee at training sessions, club 
games and carnivals 

• The final squad will comprise two teams (with up to 11 players each) 
o State Age Representative Team 
o Development Team 

• In each age group, training-partners may be identified along with the representative team 

• Final team announcements will be via ERNA Facebook and posted on the ERNA website
